Messy Creative Play at Playgroup
Here are some recipes to try out on these wet, cold days of winter at Playgroup. 
SOAP SNOW

2 cups LUX flakes

½ cup cold water

Food colouring (if needed)

Put cold water in a bowl.

Turn a mixer on and add soap flakes while beating.

Beat till stiff.

Use with a piping bag or fingers to mould structures.

Use in a shallow tray, water trough or on a table.

**Dispose of in a rubbish bin NOT THE SINK!!
SLIME 
1 cup LUX flakes
3 cups boiling water

Dissolve LUX in boiling water and leave overnight.

Mix with a beater until doubled in size.

Colour with food dye if needed.

Use in a shallow tray, water trough or on a table.

**Dispose of in a rubbish bin NOT THE SINK!!
FINGER PAINT
½ cup cornflour

1 cup cold water

2 cups boiling water

Mix a small amount of cold water to the cornflour to make a paste.

Pour in the boiling water, a bit at a time, stirring constantly.

When all the water is poured in, beat with a mixer until it is a thick consistency.

Leave to cool….. add food colouring  if needed.
Use in a shallow tray or on a table.

DISCARD THESE MATERIALS AFTER USE BY THE CHILDREN IN A SESSION, AS THEY WILL NOT KEEP VERY WELL.
