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"My First Story of Christmas” by Tim Dowley,
published by Candle Books,

This book is a very simple story of the first Christmas perfect for
playgroup age children. It covers the whole story from Mary being
told by the angel that she was to give birth, Mary and Josephs trip
to Bethlehem, right through to the visits from the shepherds and
the wise men. It ends by telling the children why we give presents at
Christmas - "just as God sent Jesus as the best gift of all.”

This book is beautifully illustrated, and at the cost of $2.95 is a bargain. Unfortunately
the book is smail in size so may not be suitable if you have a large group of children,
but a great book if you are looking for a present for your playgroupers.
